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An International Student Seminar on
the Crimes of the Fascist Military Jun-
ta against Chilean Youth and Students
was held in London, Great Britain,from
November 10 to 14 of this year, orga-
nized jointly by the National Union of
Students ‘in the United Kingdom (NUSUK)
and the International Union of Stu-
dents (IUS).

The Seminar was enormously succeso-—
ful from the standpoint of both the aup-
port it was given and its representati-
vity, as well &8s from the standpoint
of the scope of itsdiscussions and the
tasks it outlined in relation to so-
lidarity with Chile within tke interna-
tionsl student movement.

Forty-one national student unions
of Eurcpe,Africa and Latin America took
part in the event, together with eight
international organizations,smong them
the ‘#orld 'Federation of Democratic
fouth, the World University Service,
the World Federation of Democrgtic Wo-
men, the All-African Students’ Union,
the International Federation of Resis-
ters and the’ Internationsl Commissicn
of Inquiry into the Crimes of the Mili-
tary Junta in Chile. On the other hand,
o the national level, a large number
of mass, trade-unionist and political
organizations sctively supported the
Seminer, among them the BritishTrades
~Union Congress (TUC),the Labour Par-

ty, the Campaign of Solidarity with
Chile, the Cooperative MWovement, etc.
The opening ceremony, held in the

London  University hall, was marked by

the speeches of the NUSUK ané IUS re-
preaentatives, as well as by Alex
Kitson, orficial representative of the

Executive Committee of the Labor Far-
ty, A1f Lomas of the Cooperative Wove-
ment, and Alvarc Bunster, formed Am-
bassador of the Popular Unity GCovern-—
\ment. tc Oreet Britain, The presence of
the British Government’s Winister  of
Education at the reception offered by

NUSU¥ on the occasion of the opening
of the Seainar should be also under-
lined. In a short speech the Minister
declared his full support of the
Seminar.

During the Seminar itself, which
lassted three dsys, a thorough discus-

sion was held snd an mnalysis was made
nf the present situstion of the Chi-
lean universities and the Chilean stu-
dent moyement under the fescist regime,
The participants were provided with
meny docurments proving the junta's
ecrizes, Three films were shown,raveal-
ing terror and atrocities comwitted by
the fmecist junta, and showing various
decreee and other original documents in-
sued by the junts proclaizing measures
affecting the universities and the

whole of higher education. The testimo-
niea were heard of Manquel Tejeda and

Darfo Villarroel, both student leaders

who underwent long tortures and impri-

sonment by the junta, as well as of

Edgardo Enriquez, former Rector of the

University of Concepcion, who was in-

terned for 20 months in several concen-
tration camps, and of several student

leaders from other countries who had

been members . of ' delegations which vi~

sited Chile after the fascist coup.

At the same time, the participants
had the opportunity to become acquaint-
ed--through the CPFUCH ‘s intervention
in the discussions--with the progreas
achieved by the struggle of the anti-
fascist forces in Chile, particularly
the student movement, and with the
way in which the international solida-
rity actions are being welcomed among
the Chilean people.

At the end of its deliberations,
the Seminar approved unanimously a
Final Communiqué aummarizing the die-~
cussion and including a plan of Jjoint
actions for next year.It alao approved
the text of a letter adiressed to the
Chilean studenta,another one addressed
to imprisoned student leaders and a
message of greetings to the World Con-
ference of Solidarity with Chile held
in Athens, as well as cables addressed
to Pinochet and the UN & Secretary
General, A

In the course of the Seminar, the
participants, and particularly the
NUSUK, -highly appreciated the holding
of that fnternaticnal student event
organized in collaboration with the
IUS as the first such event held in
Creat Britain in Ta2ny years. The semi-
nar marks a new stage  in the coopera-
tion between NUSUK and JUS;strengthen-
ing the British student movement’'s
ties with the international student
movement and the IUS. This was express-
ed especially in the holding of an ex-
traordinary session devoted to the cgm~
memoration of International Student s
Tay.
