Ninoshka Henriquez Araya, the little granddaughter of Olga
Flores and Bernardo Araya who were kidnapped by DINA many
months ago, has sent an emotional letter to Lucfa Hinarte de
Pinochet, the Chilean dictator s wife, requesting the latter s inter-
vention in the case of the girl s grandparents.

A group of more than one thousand women, headed by
Matilde Urrutia — the widow of Poet Pablo Neruda — staged a
demonstration in front of the seat of the Santiago Courts of Justice,
demanding the release and respect for the lives of the 2,500 people
sequestrated by DINA.

All of the women were relatives of the approximately S00
patriots who have disappeared. The d. — which was
violently broken up by Pinochet s police — provoked an irate reac-
tion from the junta, including new threats against the Chilean peo-
ple.

Simultaneously, a group of 79 women, also relatives of

pped  detail issued 2 letter of denunciation
accompanied by their signatures and identity-card numbers.
After giving an account of the methods utilized by DINA ‘s
agents for ng people, this d states: "The Minister
of the Interior invariably answers in each case that the person in
question has not been detained by order of his Ministry and that no
order for the detention of that person exists. The President of the
Supreme Court, who is the highest judiciary official, the letter goes
on, "maintains that his powers are limited due to the enforcement
of the state of siege; however, during sudiences given to our dele-
gates he has repeatedly stated that the person directly responsible
for the arbitrary detentions is the President of the Republic, Mr
Augusto Pinochet Ugarte, who aliegedly personally told him so0."”

Siibsequently, and after recalling that Pinochet asserted —

DIFFICULTIES '

S casu S c culmination ol an inicnse vain-
paign of repression against the Christian Democrats, preceded
recent weeks by violent attacks against former President Eduardo
Frei, voiced in the junta’s press, as well as by the closing down of
the Radio Presid Bal d station, which was
owned by the opposition Christian Dy tic Party.

The outlawing of the Christian Democratic Party was decreed
following the new condemnation of the military régime by the UN
Human Rights Commission and the public confession by the US
delegate to that organ, Brady Tyson, concerning the US involve-
ment in the military coup of September 1973.

Commenting on these facts several days ago, the French daily
newspaper “Le Monde” pointed out that the new US administra-
tion’s implicit repudiation of the junta’s methods “is placing
General Pinochet in a highly delicate position™.

The report went on to say that “according to reliable sources,
the Chilean Army commanders split when the junta prolonged the
state of siege in the country for another six months.™

Moreover, the newspaper stressed that military circles were
orchestrating a joint action with the Christian Democratic Party
which would have enjoyed the support of the United States and
various Western European countries.

ALLEGED SUBVERSIVE PLOT

Upon outlawing the Christian Democratic Party, the military
dictatorship accused that body of “hatching & subversive plot
aimed at overthrowing the government™,

Chairman, Andrés Zaldfvar, categorically denied these charges and
