Su madre, Ines Stewart denuncia:

“‘Mi hija fue detenida el 22 de septiembre de 1974 en la
calle Alonso de Camargo N© 1107, domicilio de Rosalia Mar-
tinez de Cereceda, quien también fue aprehendida. Hemos he-
cho innumerables tramites para tratar de encontrarla. El aboga-
do Horacio Carvajal Ravest presento recursos de habeas corpus a
la Corte Marcial. Los Ministerios de Defensa y del Interior infor-

maron a esa Corte que “no habia orden de detencion contra

cida por una Glcera duodenal. Pese a tener permiso médico tuvo
que ir a trabajar, pues la situacion economica en que nos encon-
trabamos era angustiosa. Ademas mi hijo de 4 anos habia sufri-
do un accidente con quemaduras graves.

Al ver que mi marido no regresaba a la casa ese dia, me
preocupé pensando que podia haber vuelto a enfermarse, o tal
vez, se habria accidentado. Llamé al'trabajo y me dijeron que
no habia asistido. Esa misma noche a fas 2 de la madrugada, fue
allanado mi hogar por civiles que no se indentificaron, pero me
dijeron ser de la policia, informando que mi esposo estaba de-
tenido.

No he vhlko a tener noticias de él, pese a las maltiples
 diligencias que ‘he hecho.

El 6
de noviembre, en la madrugada, lo dejaron en la puerta de mi
casa. Llego con horribles quemaduras, hemorragia interna,
destrozado por las torturas. Estuvo 36 horas en libertad y nue-
vamente el 7 de noviembre |o detuvieron. Desde ese dia no he
vuelto a saber de él, pese a todas las diligencias cumplidas.

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WHERE HAVE THEY DISAPPEARED?

One of the biggest dramas of the Chilean tragedy is that
of the more than 2,500 persons who have been detained and
have subsequently disappeared.

Faced with the immense international pressure applied
against the fascist junta as the result of the existence of con-
centration camps and thousands of political prisoners, Pinochet
invented a new criminal method of simply not recognizing new
arrests by his secret police and keeping the detained persons in
secret torture centres and concentration camps.

Some of those who have disappeared have subsequently
been found murdered, their bodies showing signs of atrocious
torture. Only international solidarity and the heroic struggle be-
ing waged by these persons’ relatives in the country and all
the democratic forces will be able to prevent the junta from
assassinating them all.

The IUS delegation which visited Chile recently gathered
various testimonies from these persons' relatives. We are

_persons, all of which included Maria Cristina. All these appeals
were refused.

“On November 2, 1974 at 1.15 a.m. my daughter was
permitted to phone me and her father. She asked the official
who was guarding her if she could tell us the place where she
was being held, but this was refused. This has been the only
contact between her and her parents since her detention. Maria
Cristina is on the list of 59 persons said to have been killed in a°

“There are sworn declarations before a nqury by persons
who saw her in various places of detention: Cecilia Jarpa, who
saw her on two occasions in a building located in José Domingo
Cafias Street v;hon shu was detained; Roum Mnm’m Cnu-

caused by a duodenal ulcer. In spite of having a medical certi-
ficate, he had to go to work, because we were in a difficult
financial situation. In addition, my four-year old son had been
involved in an accident and had suffered serious burns.

“When my husband did not come home that day, | was
worried, thinking that he might have fallen ill again or, perhaps,
that he had had an acccident. | called his workplace and was
told that he had not been there. That same night at 2 a.m.
some civilians called on my house; they did not introduce
themselves, but told me that they were from the police
and that my husband had been detained.

“I have not had any more information about him,
despite the many appeals | have made. And here | am with my
three children, very ill and unable to pay my water bills or rent.

““The only thing | want is your help in finding my be-
loved husband."

Meanwhile, two men had arrived at CHILESPA asking for
Marcelo Rendn. At 3 p.m. he went to his daughters-in-law's for
lunch and afterwards he planned to go back to tha Institute for
the Promotion of Fishing, but he failed to do so. Therefore we
deduce that he was detained between the corner of Pedro de
Valdivia and Irarrdzaval streets and Pedro de Valdivia 2900,
headquarters of the Institute for the Promotion of Fishing.

“It should be pointed out that Marcelo Rendn had pre-
viously been in the N and in Chaca-
buco. His two children were born while he was under arrest:

“Rodrigo was a fresiman in pedagogy at the Faculty of
Philosophy. The day before his detention, on Wednesday the
26th, while attending a lecture on ‘Analytic Methods in Philo-
sophy’ delivered by Professor Enrique Le Beuffe, coordinator
of studies in this branch, he had had a conflict with him that
aroseout of the Professor’s contention that man is a rational be-
ing without any instincts. Rodrigo argued that man is a rational
animal with instinctive impulses. The Professor reacted violent-
ly to this, twice asking the students in a loud voice: ‘Is there
anyone from the SIM (Military. Intelligence Service) here... to
take a note of this pupil, because he has something in mind;
